· Rubberbands for geoboards

· Paper for students to write a definition of perimeter

· What is the perimeter of our rectangle? (12)

2.  Create a rectangle with a width of 1 and a length of 5.

· How do our rectangles compare? (they are similar)

· What is the perimeter of our rectangle? (12)

· Does anyone have a different answer?

· Do you agree with _________’s answer?

· How did we get 12?  Can someone show the group?

3.  Do all rectangles have a perimeter of 12? (NO, but both previous examples do)

· Can you make a rectangle that has a perimeter different than 12?

· _________, what is your perimeter?  How do you know your perimeter is correct?

· Did anyone else have a perimeter that was the same as _______?  What were your dimensions?

4.  Create a rectangle with a perimeter of 10.

· How many different ways do we have in our group to make a perimeter of 10?  

· Are there any other ways to make a perimeter of 10? 
5.  Create a rectangle with a perimeter of 14.  
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How many different ways do we have in our group to make a perimeter of 14?  

· Are there any other ways to make a perimeter of 14?

Teacher: Make an irregular shape on the geoboard that does not contain diagonals. (see example on right) 
6.   What is the perimeter of the figure? (the example is 24)

· Does anyone else have a different answer? (they should all be the same)

7.  How would you define perimeter?

(The distance around a polygon.  To find the perimeter, you have to add the lengths of all of the sides.)
